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1) NGO engagement – It has been heard that the NGOs are forming a campaign group specifically about MRWS.  Discussed whether should have a cut-off point for new membership before assessment meetings start, and agreed that it would be useful to write advising that it would be preferable if they decided about membership before June 23. 

Actions

· Rhuari – Draft a letter regarding potential late joining of NGOs at this late stage for sign-off by the Steering Group on 9th June.  

· Chris – Ask Geoff Smith if he knows anything more about the campaign group.

2) Deliberative events – Rhuari looked into this and is not sure if budget is there for running two deliberative events (as per last meeting actions).   

3) Liaison with National Grid – Rhuari is going to meeting with National Grid on 15th June.  Kieran will be CCC contact. 

Action Rhuari –circulate update afterwards.  

4) Exhibition stands

Action – All to advise Paul of availability for exhibition stands.  Need people for all, but particular issue for Gosforth Show on August 20th as Karen/Paul not available.

5) Comms award – Agreed that will enter PSE1 and PSE2 into the awards.  Paul to update Steering Group verbally on Thursday 9th June.

6) Community Drop-in Events/Mass public meetings – Discuss held about potential for mass public meetings and/or debate along the lines of the one held at Keswick Film Festival.  Agreed that there would be some value in this but debate held about pros/cons of combining with Community Events  or doing something separate e.g. two big set piece debates in Allerdale/Copeland potentially right at end of PSE3.  Also discussed getting or asking media to be involved or set up something separate.

Agreed that some kind of ‘set-piece’ event would be useful, but no decision made yet as to whether combined with Community Events or separate.  Will come back to when discussing design of CEs.

Action Paul – talk to TV contact re possibilities of setting up an event/debate and consider combining it with Webinar.

7) PSE3 Plan

Update from Rhuari on changes to the plan, particularly:

· Last part of Section 2 has been softened to indicate that the Partnership will not necessarily have reached a view on making a recommendation about participation.

· Inclusion of availability of funding for member briefings in Section 5.

Work stream leads agreed as follows:

· Publications, Briefing Notes, Newsletters, Media liaison, Advertorials, Advertising – Osprey supported by Ian/CBC team, and Kieran/CCC (for advertising particularly)

· Exhibition Stands – Osprey leading coordination of them, support from PSE Sub-Group requested

· Conferences & meetings – Paul

· Website – Paul (content), Jane (supporting re certain sections & consistency), Ian (blogging if goes ahead)

· Social Media – Paul

· Briefings/Bilateral Meetings – 3KQ, Jenny primarily, supported by Jane/Paul

· Member briefings – 3KQ  (advised that CCC & CBC got things happening, Caucus meeting has happened at CBC in advance of siting seminar)

· Formal public consultation – 3KQ, Helen Fisher with TRG (concerns re 3KQ capacity to manage online consultation responses, may need to be contracted out – Rhuari talking to Helen about this)

· Consultation Pack – 3KQ, DVD with Osprey

· Community Discussions – 3KQ, Helen – request for other volunteers to support or lead on this

· Community Drop-in Events – 3KQ, Jenny to lead, with CBC/ABC representatives to do a bit more of the work this time (plus wider CCC).  Agreed discussion needs to take place about venues.

· Deliberative Citizens Workshop  – Richard Griffin

· Opinion Survey – Kieran (with question mark over capacity/new role – possibly will be bringing in somebody else to support PSE Sub-Group activity, to be confirmed)

· Young People – packaged in to Community discussions – keen for other volunteers

· NGOs – Rhuari

· CALC – Chris 

· Councillors at County, Borough, Parish levels – Ian, Kieran, Richard, Chris

· Neighbourhood forums – Jane if stay with current plan of writing to everybody on database – liaise with others and comms group (see below) re coordinating/not duplicating comms and status of neighbourhood forums as changes are planned.  

· Rest of Cumbria – Kieran generally coordinating/keeping an eye on, e.g. talking to members about what is happening etc.

Discussed whether more work could go to others on the PSE Sub-Group as the majority of strands are with 3KQ/Osprey and this could be raised as an issue, but was agreed that capacity/other workload would prevent other members/local authorities taking more on.   Ian confirmed that when the process started it was known that specialist support would need to be brought in, and that it would not be possible to carry out the level of work in-house with their current capacity.  Also noted that it is workload not budget that is the issue, although also noted that authority reps are not spending the time that was originally allocated for MRWS.

Agreed that will make sure Allerdale are asked to support/help with Exhibition Stands, Community Events, Briefings etc.

8) Comms Group – Agreed that will use this again with Paul, Ian, Kieran (& check with Richard G whether he wants to be involved).  Also keep Jane in loop of all comms plans/potentially include in first & other appropriate meetings. 

9) Opinion Survey inc questionnaire content – Kieran drawing together statement re methodology etc. using content from Ipsos MORI proposal.  Agreed that this could also form basis of a briefing note.  Also agreed that should consider the option of setting up a seminar (or tagging an hour on at the end of a Partnership meeting) to help Partnership members understand the rationale and methodology – possibly include a presentation from Ipsos MORI in this.  

Questionairre content – Discussed content of questionnaire & agreed some changes including e.g. more informative intro, scrapping some questions.  Debated pros/cons of adding in more awareness questions, and whether to include information in script form or leave it purely as questions.  Agreed that would ask peer reviewer to comment on this as well as the methodology statement.
Peer review – Agreed to have two peer reviews (potentially 1 academic & 1 independent consultancy) in addition to comments from DECC and evaluation input from Wood Holmes.  Generated list of potential contacts with a view to asking as many as possible to tender.

Actions:

Kieran:

· Draft statement and circulate round PSE Sub-Group a few days before 24th June PSE meeting (to be signed off on that date), final version to be circulated round the Partnership by end of June.

· Draft informative script elements that could potentially be included in survey.

· Change the last part of the key question to be used for net support e.g. to ask whether in favour of or opposed to a DtP, or participate in or withdraw, rather than Y/N about being included.

·  Add in a fourth response to the key question (e.g. neither in favour of nor opposed).

· Review which demographic questions can be left out.

· Ask Ipsos MORI to comment on the issue of bias/sample surveys with regard to connections with the nuclear industry, and whether they have any contact suggestions for peer reviewers.

· Write scope of peer review for agreement on 24th June, and put out for tender.

· Build in asking for random sample of calls (e.g. 1%) to be audited by PSE S-G (to check for e.g. accents/speed etc.).

All:

· Send suggestions for wording to Kieran for key question (current Q9).

· Advise Kieran of any other contacts for peer review.

Paul – consider how to turn statement into a Briefing Note including e.g. Q&A.

Rhuari – Make requests to NGOs (and possibly Michael Baron) re other contacts to ask to bid for peer review.

Kieran/Ian/Rhuari - Agree whether contracts will be with CCC or CBC.  

10) Timing of survey – Agreed that OK to carry out during last 2 weeks of PSE3 as currently planned, so long as all events have been completed before it starts.  Ipsos MORI contract has ended so contract for final survey will be put out for re-tender – agreed that the peer review should happen before putting out the tender, to allow it to incorporate any findings/recommendations.
11) Social media – Paul’s proposal agreed.  Discussed whether is a bit late in the day to start now, however agreed that worth doing now as PSE3 stage is key, and will also have been trialled for Stage 4 if DtP taken.  More thought to be done on e.g. how long carry on with guest bloggers and how long it carries on, when to tail it off etc.  

Actions:

· Ian/Paul – Hold planning meeting re way forward.

· Paul – Send reduced version of proposal just containing info re blogs to Steering Group for 9th June meeting.

12) Webinar –Agreed to put concept to Steering Group, Paul to run through verbally on 9th June.  Was felt that would be particularly useful for National Park as a virtual event for a national audience.  Noted that cost will be more than the £5250 due to 3KQ/Osprey coordination, venue, promotion etc.  Agreed would be useful to generate media interest for involvement and/or promotion.
13) Evaluation – Request for feedback/advice/requests from Wood Holmes – Would welcome them expressing a few more views on what has been done right/wrong.  Discussion held re what their role is as it was felt that some comments would have been useful sooner, and several feeling that they should raise comments sooner especially on things they think are going wrong.  Rhuari confirmed their contract is to contribute to a ‘learning focused evaluation’ and that this kind of contribution would therefore be appropriate. 

14) Other actions

Helen – confirm date/venue & send out agenda for youth engagement meeting with Connexions/Sarah Haslam etc. 

Ian – talk to Cath Little re taking over on 0800 number, and how to support her in doing this (with Paul’s support if required).  

Jane – check with Richard G who should still be on contact list for PSE Sub-Group for Allerdale.

All – By 14th June - come up with list of suggestions for organisations for briefings/bilateral meetings (these are for ‘proper’ meetings ) – please also include whether you have contact details.   

Jane – Get list from GVA to add to database, and cross-reference additions from PSE Sub-Group against database.

All – By 14th June - suggestions for topics for briefing notes to add to voluntarism, updated Nirex information & survey methodology.
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
