2.1 Updates
2.1.1 Expert reviewers for the opinion survey have been recruited. They are Dr Sandy Ochojna (independent consultant) and Prof Patrick Sturgis (Southampton University).  Both are considered 'heavyweight' by the PSE sub-group. They are reviewing the overall survey methodology now, then they will assist with the tendering process for the final survey, and finally they will review the actual questionnaire to be used.
2.1.2 DECC Consultation on siting.  Fred Barker is drafting a collective submission for the Partnership to submit.  This will be circulated shortly for comments. If your organisation is submitting a response direct to DECC then please circulate it so Fred is aware of your comments.
2.1.3 Consultation Document piloting.  There are two focus groups being held on Wednesday 14th September in the Copeland Centre: one to test the 8 page overview, and one to test the full consultation document.
2.1.4 Exhibition stands.  We have done stands at 9 locations for a total of 10 days over the summer.  The stands at the larger shows have attracted a lot of people but ones in town centres have been quieter and therefore less cost effective.  A few more are planned:  Wigton Market Hall (date TBC); Egremont Crab Fair on 17th September; Eskdale Show on the 24th; Taste Cumbria in Cockermouth on the 25th; and Dunmail Park Workington (date TBC).  This will mean that we have done 15 days of stands (rather than the 20 days set out in plans earlier this year).  This will include 7 days in Copeland, 7 in Allerdale and 1 show in Carlisle. However, if Steering Group members think there are any other events/locations where it would be worthwhile setting up a stand before mid-October can you let Paul G know. 
2.1.5 Q&A Prep sessions.  We are planning a final round of short preparation sessions for all Partnership members before PSE3 starts. These are even more important this time as the Partnership has views on the work, rather than just being able to say 'we're looking into all these areas'. Paul will be in touch on dates.
2.1.6 Broadcast Advertising. Paul Gardner advised the Group that there is the likelihood that any form of broadcast advertising may be seen by Ofcom as political advertising. The potential risks attached to this far out way the benefits gained by this form of advertising so therefore we will not going ahead, it is a disappointing situation but necessary.
2.1.7 Petition handed in by Marianne Birkby. Tim Knowles advised that a 1500 signature petition will be handed in to Cumbria County Council Cabinet to consider. Ms Birkby will present the petition and speak around it. The petition will be formally taken and responded to. Copeland BC and Allerdale BC will also receive copies so as all principal authorities can responding in the same vain. Responses need to correct any inaccuracies in information.   

3. 
Legal Advice – Members 
1.1. The 2 reports from Wragge & Co requesting advice around Member Interests and the potential for the process of community engagement and consultation to be subject to successful judicial review were considered and discussed.
1.2. It was agreed that all Members of the decision making bodies should be made fully aware of all the relevant points/issues highlighted within the legal reports. 

1.3. The need for a discussion around a budget line for possible judicial review was also discussed; it needs to be added in to any further financial agreement for Government to cover the costs.
1.4. The Group agreed that the two legal documents should be in the public domain and that they were both good informative reports.

1.5. Rhuari advised that the risk register check has been completed. The main potential risk highlighted was that all budget stops from DECC after 31st March 2012. Therefore we need to consider getting together around the finance package for last 6 months of this financial year, and going forward passed 31st March 2012.

4.1 The draft Consultation Document circulated to the Partnership on 5th September was discussed and comments made. 
4.2 A concern regarding the colour scheme of the document was expressed and whether advice should be sought from disability organisations as to the colours etc. and how this would affect the visually impaired

4.4 A discussion took place following concerns raised by CALC around the wording in Chapter 7. A Community Benefits Package ‘Whether the Partnership is confident that an appropriate community benefits package can be developed’ 

As a result of this discussion it was agreed that Rhuari would take away all comments and look at possible re wording this sentence.
