2. 
Updates

2.1 Finance meeting with DECC.  Update from Rhuari.  The approval process is proceeding but has yet to be signed off by the Secretary of State.  Best indications looks like this may be the end September.  We looked at spend for Quarter 1.  The Local Authority officer time is significantly lower than expected.  There are no plans to review this now but will look at it again after Quarter 2.  Looked through all the timesheets and rationalised and standardised these. Contracts on hold because of the delay to the Engagement Package – the Evaluation Contract is on hold and the Communications Contract is at risk.  Warning that if it is not signed off by 29th September we can’t proceed with the BGS presentation.
2.2 
Statutory obligations for PSE.  Rhuari is asking the Principal Authorities to formally confirm what statutory obligations they have regarding PSE so that the Partnership can deliver these via its engagement.  Additionally, Rhuari has asked all Partnership members to provide lists of statutory or desired consultees from their organisational perspective, so 3KQ can cross-check them against the database and the Partnership can engage them appropriately.  

2.2 3KQ calls to members.  We are phoning each member of the Partnership to chase them up on their organisation’s endorsement for the PSE1 finding and continued support for the Partnership, as well as exploring their views on Partnership decision-making.  This will lead in to the meeting planned for 30th September addressing Partnership decision-making. 
2.3 Website company has been appointed to overhaul the website.  Fat Media has started work immediately, so the new site is live by PSE2.

2.4 Allerdale BC were asked to update the position with regard to a motion put forward by one of their Councillors about withdrawing from the process.  There will be a presentation and debate in November.  Invite the Chair, Cllr Tim Knowles.  Action: Charles Holmes to advise the date and liaise with TimK.
2.5 We have had invitations to attend the Lake District National Park Authority – Partnership meeting on 7th September and the closed session of the Board on 15th September.  DECC and NDA have offered support.  Agreed that only DECC would be needed.

2.6 The CoRWM seminar is confirmed as 22nd September 3.30pm – 5.30pm, Ennerdale Country House Hotel.  Draft email for each Steering Group Officer to send out to extend the invitation to Members who don’t sit on the Partnership. Action: SW  
3. 
Community Benefit proposal
3.1 Report circulated.  Steering Group need to consider paragraph 6 and Appendix 2.  RB needs more detail about the commissioning of Galson Sciences to do this work on Review of International Practice on Community Benefits.  Agreed to appoint.

3KQ’s role as independent convenor

4.1 Agreement circulated.  This was discussed and adopted by the West Cumbria MRWS Partnership Steering Group at their meeting on 28 October 2009. (See Doc 33).  Richard outlined the history of the Convening Agreement and asked does 3KQ’s role need revisiting or clarifying beyond what was agreed in October 2009 and asked if the Steering Group had any comments.

4.2 Elaine Woodburn thought there was no need to change the agreement but we need to be mindful that we don’t rely on the Facilitation/Programme Management Company too much. 

4.3 Richard queried whether all Partners fully understood that 3KQ’s role covers all the Members of the Partnership and that they can be called upon to assist with Sub Groups or other issues which arise.

4.4 Independence is going to be really important and it would be right to set out in writing what they are doing for the Partnership.  Action: Richard Harris to expand Convening Agreement.
5. 
Credible Support and Decision-Making
5.1 Revisit to consider whether to subscribe to the quantitative indicator requiring ‘net support’ in Document 74 draft 3, page 11, 3rd indicator.  This is brought back to the Steering Group following a discussion at Partnership meeting on 5th August 2010.  

5.2 C Shaw reported that the PSE group thought it was important to have a quantitative indicator as the figures will be widely available.

5.3 Guy flagged up the changing government and issues around consultation and communities being able to have referendums about different issues.
5.4 Agreed that this quantitative indicator of net support should be adopted.  However we need to make sure the wording is absolutely correct and tallies with the question being asked in the Mori survey, in particular the question as currently posed does not mention the ‘siting process’ explicitly but rather 'further discussions'. Go back to MORI for clarification and either change the indicator or the question to match and be consistent. Action: RB to clarify via IpsosMori without coming back to Steering Group.
