1 – Background

1.1  Name of meeting:  West Cumbria Joint Schools’ Council

1.2  Where and when:  Lakes College Lillyhall 5th July 2010.

1.3  Who attended from the Partnership:  Chris Shaw (Calc) Steering Group; Michael Heaslip (3KQ). 

1.4  Purpose of meeting and why the Partnership attended:  This was a meeting of the West Cumbria Joint Schools Council and an opportunity to engage young people from schools throughout West Cumbria; it was also an opportunity to trial the Discussion Pack idea.
