PSE1 Report
Amendments were made as a result of the Partnership meeting on 31st March 2010. The majority of changes were simple drafting corrections or tweaks. Remaining drafting to be done after the 14th April review meeting where the aim and membership of the Partnership will be considered. The PSE1 Report will then be discussed and signed off on 13th May by the Partnership.

Awareness Tracking Survey

We heard from Ipsos Mori on the results of the second survey. Results are mixed, with most indicators not changing, some going down and some going up. Key conclusions for us were that younger people, women and those not already involved will need special communications efforts to reach during PSE2, as well as an increase in communications effort overall. The survey indicates that broader work across Cumbria (not just West Cumbria) will need to be done, as well as using new methods of communication. These will be considered as part of the PSE2 design and budget provision has already been made available.

Evaluator procurement

We agreed that no changes were required to the evaluator brief except the duration of the contract, and that it should be re-let as soon as possible.

PSE1 Review and Design of PSE2
