2. 
Updates

2.1 There has been a request from Cumbria Tourism via Paul Gardner to potentially get involved with the Partnership and the Steering Group discussed how this might work. During discussion suggestions were made which included sending updates & Newsletters, inviting them to do a presentation to the partnership or asking them to input into the Impacts work.  Any involvement should also include the Western Lakes Tourism Partnership. Look at this after PSE Round 2.  Action: Add Cumbria Tourism & Western Lake Tourism Partnership to database, invite to one-off workshops, and bear them in mind with regard to input to impacts study.

2.2 The Partnership has declined to give a quick verbal update at the NDA National Stakeholder Group meeting in March. A more appropriate forum might be the Chairs & Vice Chairs of Site Stakeholder Group.

3. 
PSE
3.1 Meetings are focussing on pulling together the work of PSE Round 1 and a report will come to the Steering Group on 10th March.  There has been a Special public meeting arranged in Allerdale on 9th March in Bothel Village Hall to cover the 6 suspended Forums throughout Jan and Feb.  There are also the two remaining Neighbourhood Forums being held on 11th & 15th March.  

3.2 Discussion Pack – Rhuari explained the idea behind the proposal to prepare a pack of papers with a feedback form which could be sent to groups for them to have a self managing discussion and send the feedback form back to the Partnership, during PSE2.  Discussions around the pros and cons of this type of PSE work including that it can be difficult to get people to use this pack and the idea that we could recruit community workers as delivery bodies to lead these discussions.  There needs to be between 50-100 packs/feedback forms to make it work and financially viable and a question about whether there would be some funding available to enable this to work.  The IPSOS Mori poll gives us statistical information, this would be a qualitative exercise and the feedback would need to be evaluated.  The process may need some support from the Steering Group. Action: RB to scope the amount of funding needed for this proposal.

3.3 Concerns were raised around the timing of some of PSE work in this long process.  We are offsetting some risk by front-loading the engagement but may have to repeat some of the PSE work throughout the process.  Worries about the perception of ‘decision to participate’ being a key decision point, it can be confusing and we need to focus on the future process.  

4. 
BGS peer review specification
4.1 A draft specification was prepared by Steve Jones with input from RB and circulated with the Agenda papers.  The Steering Group reviewed this and RB will make any suggested changes. RB made an initial contact with The Geological Society setting out some draft criteria.  They have a policy of not peer reviewing as an organisation but they would provide list of names within criteria for us to contact, however, we couldn’t badge it as Geological Society. They recommended more than one reviewer, probably 3 and it was decided that we would potentially ask to have a Chair of this review panel who would pull together one report with input from all. Would we need one of these Geologists to be available to the Partnership.

Action: RB to revise draft specification and issue to Geological Society as a draft

4.2 The NDA have confirmed that should they be asked the Interim report will be available under Access to Environmental Information legislation during the time before it is finalised.  Timescale is important. The Steering Group expressed the view that CoRWM should not necessarily be included in the distribution list to have the interim report from DECC as they have stated that they do not intend on peer reviewing the work.  Steering Group needs to have delegated authority to respond to the Interim report on behalf of the Partnership, having asked the Partnership for their comments.
