The West Cumbria Managing Radioactive Waste Safely (MRWS) Partnership is an advisory body aiming to "make recommendations to Allerdale Borough Council, Copeland Borough Council and Cumbria County Council on whether they should participate or not in the geological disposal facility siting process, without commitment to eventually host a facility". This is a Government process to find a final home for the country's higher activity radioactive waste.

The Partnership has access to funding from central Government to enable community representatives to meet, commission independent research, and organise community events on behalf of the wider community in West Cumbria during their deliberations. More information is at www.westcumbriamrws.org.uk 

The issue of disposing of radioactive waste affects everyone in West Cumbria to some extent. This letter is therefore to offer your group and the people it represents a meeting to hear more and ask questions about the current MRWS process.
